W ASHINGTON, D, C.. April 30, 1900.
The broad streak of yellow down
the backbone of the McKinley ad-
ministration, the exhibition of
which disgusted so many Ameri-
cans during the weeks which im-
mediately preceded the war with
Spain, is again in full view of the
world.
