Ibis much
‘easier, however to (}cﬁne such a de-
sirable element than to tell how it
may be attained. It is quite cer-
tain, however, that to attain men-
tal calm one must have a.clear, con- |

seience. He who has done no

wrong to agygman is armed against4

aceusation. ©iThe martyrs could
meet their fate calmly, not only
because of their faith in the lifé to
come, but algo, we may be sure be-
eause their eonsciences were clear.
In the ordinary walks of life there
is little to disturb one’s mental
calm except the excitements arising
from evil passions and unsatisfied
ambitions. , The man who does his
simple duty, who wrongs no one,
whether he be rich or poor, has
pothing with which to upbraid
himself. Hemoves alongcontent-
edly and sléeps the sleep of . the
just. Butif, moved by ambition,
such a man should seek political or
other preferment requiring the use
of chicanery; his mental calm - is
sure to be disturbed; he will, pass
restless nights and his health will
likely suffer, for there isa veryin<
timate relation between the condi-
tion of the body and that of " the
mind. Or, if such a man should
commit a fault his cofiscience will
disturh him; he will learnto dread
possible exposure and punishment;
he will no longer enjoy the bless-
ings of mental calm and, suffering
for want of brain rest, his ‘heﬁlih
will fail him, Mental activity' in
itself is not a disturbing agent, but
there is danger in too great concen-
tration upon oneline of thought.
Men break down mentaily from too
much WOI‘R of oné kind, but they
may work almost unceasingly if
they make a part of their work
takeupon itsell the naturé of rest
from other occupation. . Mr. Glad-
stone in his long and wuseful life
illustrated this important truth to
@ remarkabledegree, He was ney-
er idle, buthehad a great variety

of mental and physical operations
and he rested even while at work.
His mental calm was no doubt dis-
turbed at times, but he would turn
to his books or seek forgetfulness
in his woodlands and thus restore
his mental equilibrium. The great-
est foe to mental calm, however, is
what is called a bad coascience, one
that keeps on reminding us night
and day some duty neglected or
wrong done. One’s consciencemay
be dulled in time, but it is not
desirable that it should be quieted
by vegleet of its admonitions, As
long as it i active it will bring
disquiet to the wrong doer and thus
deprive him of mental calm, Iu-

and deprive him of happiness.
Those, therefore would live long
and prosper should aim to keep
their consciences clear. They
cannot hope to be mentally calm if
they are conscious of wrong doing,
and they will be in a worse state if
they can do wrong without up-
braiding themselves. One essen-
tial element to mental calm, there-
fore, is an alert conscience that has
little tosay. The man who has
done no wrong enjoys the sleep
that knits up the raveled sleeve of
care, and rises each morning re-
freshed for the duties of the day.—

Cities.

The post office receipts of fifty
leading citiés in the United States
show an aggregate gain in the
month of April ever the corres-
poriding part of last year of $225,-
000 in round figures. Of this in-
crease, no less than $177,000 is ac-
counted for by the three cities of
New York, Chicago, and Philadel-
phia, Taking Brooklyn with these

|three centers of trade and industry,

and only about $40,000 of the en-
tire gain remains for forty-six cit-
jes. Ipnine cities of the large
size the - whole increase for fifty
cities is found.

Such statistics show how steadily
and powerfully the concentration
of business is going on in the Unit-
ed States. The driftis toward the
largest cities and the largest com-
panies, It is a movement which
renders the political social, and
business importance of great cen-
ters of trade and industry steadily
more apd more decisivé in nation-
al affaird. It promises to make
the problem a satisfectory govern-
ment of American cities quite as
momentous as the most venture-
some special sfudents of urban
questions have asseited that they
mmst become.

Fortunately, the suburban street
railroad, the automobile and the
bicycle have done much to bring
city and country nearer together,
and they will have still more eflect
in the future. Bat the problem of
the great city remains a very seri-

fous one, from every point of view.
