Raleigh, N. C., June 2.—The
state banls under the legal requir-
ment have reported to the state
treasurer the names of the stock
holders, with thé number of shares
owned by each. These lists go to
the auditor to be classified by coun-
ties, and be reported to the sheriffs
of all counties, so as to give the
sheriffs such imnformation as to as-
certain if the holders of the bank
stock list the same for school taxes
which are payable to the county
treasurer.
