IIRADB YOUR TOBACCO AND 

HANDLE IT CAREFULLY. .

Last year i t  was a custom among, 
many formers to bring tobacco to 
market and offer it for sale un- 
graded. W hile I Irankly admit 
that there are some classes of toj 
bacco that will pay the seller about 
as much money in this coodition as 
graded, there is a very small per 
cent of this kind. Then, too, there 
is great danger in encouraging this 
plan of marketing tobacco, for 
when a man gets 5 or 6 cents a 
pound for his trash lugs or first! 
primings ungraded, he is very 
likely to conclude that his better 
tobacco will sell in the same pro­
portion and he is thus tempted to 
market his crop in this condition. 
T have seen $40 wrappers sold in a 
lot of ungraded tobacco for 61 ana 
7 cents a pound. I f  this tobacco 
had been properly graded in many 
instances it would average from 10  
to 12 cents.

* Again I want to impress upon 
everyone the imperative necessity 
of handling your tobaaco as nicely 
as possible. There is no crop tha t 
pays for good attention like tobacco. 
What is worth doing at ail is 
woiih doing well, I have often 
heard, and the half Iprulnd manner 
of handling and belliug tobacco 
emphasizes this truism m the prices 
obtained. • I  have seen tobacco sold 
on the Greenville market, by men 
who had entrusted it to careless

It 
means loss of money to you. 
When your tobacco is taken out of 
the curing barn see that ibis bulk­
ed away in good keeping condition 
and when you get ready to grade 
see to it tha t it is graded well and 
offered 00  the market in good and 
merchantable order. Heed this 
and you will save many dollars 
that you have been giving to others.
