The Worat la Ten Years.

The Crop Bulletin for the week 
ending Monday, August 13, 1900, 
gaygi__ With an experience of over 
ten years the autkpr of the Crop 
Bulletin of the North Carolina Sec­
tion does not remember conditions 
more unfortunate for agricultural 
interests than those prevailing 
throughout North Carolina since 
August 1, 1900. The weather 
during the week endicg Monday, 
August 13th, is characterized by 
severe drought and intense heat. 
The maximum temperatures ranged 
from 90 degrees near the east coast 
and in the mountain regions to 
over 100 degrees in the central sec­
tion and Piedmont Plateau, while 
the uaily means have averaged 
nearly eight degrees above normal. 
The sunshine has been almost un­
interrupted, and there was practi­
cally an entire absence of precipi­
tation during the weeic the light 
showers reported August 11th being 
quite insignificaut. The effect of 
the prolonged and severe drought 
has been very unfortunate; crops 
generally have deteriorated rapid-

Farm 
work has been suspended; stub­
ble land is too hard to plow; the 
second crop of Irish potatoes can­
not be planted nor turnip seed 
sown, since the absence of moisture 
prevents all growth.

cotton is failing rapidly; leaves are 
tui ning yellow, forms are shedding, 
and bolls drying up or opening 
prematurely. Old corn has been 
practically ruined, many fields are 
completely dried from the tassell 
to the ground, and a small yield 
only can be obtained from early 
matured ears. Young corn will 
also be a failure without rain very 

lon; much oí it will not silk as 
growth h ^  ceased; only crops on 
low or rich lands with abundant 
humus to retain moisture are still 
good. Tobacco is drying up near 
the Imttom and ripened too rapidly': 
curing is progressing with only 
fair results; as a small crop was 
planted the yield will lie short. 
Minor crops, eŝ '- eially peanuts, 
ripe, aud sweet potatoes have de­
teriorated considerably. Pea vines 
ancl pastures have dried up. Fruit 
and mellons are very abundant and 
a fine crop of grapes is expected. 
Shallow wells and streams have 
become dry and stock is suffering 
in some places.

An Operators M istake

Grand Rapids, Mich., Aug. 15. 
-The most terrible wreck in the 

history of the Gmud Rapids & In­
diana Railroad occurred alwut 5 
o’clock to-day at Pierson, 29 mites 
north of (Jraud Rapids. The north 
bound Northland Express collided 
hei^ on with passenger train No. 
2. Seven lives were lost, and 
mauy passengers were injured, one 
fatally. Both engines and the bag­
gage cars were completely demol­
ished. When the trains met day 
was just dawning and the fog was 
so thick that the eugine<‘r8 could 
not see more than 100 yards ahead.
