New Orleans, Sept. 1.—The to-
tals of Secretary Hester’s annual
report of the cotton crop of the
United States werepromulgated to-
day. They show receipts of cot-
ton at all United States ports for
the year of 6,743,764 bales against
8,675,426 last year; overland to
Northern mills 1,161,186 against
1,345,623; Southern consumption
taken direct from interior of the
cotton belt 1,540,863 against 1,-
353,791, making the crop of the
United States for 1899-1900 amount
to 9,436,416 bales against 11,274,-
840 last year and 11,199,994 the
year betore.

Mr. Hester has made unusual
investigation 1nto the consumption
of eyery cotton mill in the South,
including woollen mills that have
used cotton, and the results show u
total of 1,597,112 bales, but of this
56,249 bales were taken from ports
including in port receipts. This
total shows that the mills of the:

CROP ESTIMATED TO0O

The July bulletin of the State
Board of Agriculture placed the
tobacco crop at 88 per cent. a3 com-
pared with last year and as could
have heen expected there was a
univergal kick from nearly every
tobacco section, for as those inter-
ested justly concluded those who
knew nothing about the tobacco
crop placed more reliance on
the official bulletin reports than
from information obtained from
outside sources,

The August Bulletin has just
been received and the evil effect
that might possibly have resulted
from the July number has been to
a large extent mitigated. I judge
that the report of the July bulletin
‘dwelt mainly with the condition
of the erop at that time in the
field, for after summarizing the
reports from different sections of
the State it places the condition
at far below the July report and
then comments that after taking
into consideration the shortage in
acreage especialy in the eastern
part of the State the crop of 1900
will not exceed 65 or 70 per ceat of
aorop at the hest, as compared
with last year. :

Now this sounds more like it,
and I suspect that if the officials of
of the agricultural department will
go a little furtber in their investi
gation they will find the shortage
even below its latest estimate.
I know it is a difficult matter tfo

like this when there have been such
extreme seasons, .
