Senator Pritchard has been elec­
ted chairman of the Republican 
Executive Committee of the State 
tosaccf«d A. E. Holton, resign^l.

The Democratic campaign com 
mittee has taken up the argument 
advanced by the Republicans that 
the farmer is prospering under Re 
publican rule and turned it about 
to show that in reality he pays 
more fbr everything because of the 
trusts. Here are the points made 
by the committee:

It requires 50 per cent, more 
wheat to buy a stove than it did in
1896.

It requires 20 bushels more corn 
to buy a wagon than in 1896.

It requires 100 per cent, more 
corn or wheat to buy a copper ket
tie than in 1896.

It requires twice as much corn to 
buy a coil of rope as in 1896.

I t requires 40 per cent, more 
grain to buy a plow than in 1896.

‘I t  mquires 75 per cent, more 
grain to buy ahoe, a rake ora shov­
el than in 1896.

A se t of common wheels tha 
cost $7 in 1896 now cost $12.

The price of cultivator» and oth­
er farm implements has gone up 
proportionately.

Galvanized barl^d wire costs 
from $4 to $4.50 per hundred more
than in 1896.

It requires 40 per cent, more 
corn or coUou to bny a pound of 
sugar than in 1896.

You have to pay 40 per cent, 
more for glass than in 1896.

Fieight rates have climbed back 
to the exorbitant figures of a few 
years ago.

The price of oil, coal, lumber, 
tools and hardware has gone up 
from 40 to 100 per cent.

And all these things have been 
done by trusts.
