Dies From Poison.

et

Dr. 8.J. Love, who lived near
Longs store, in Union.County, died

* | yesterday afternoon at 3 o’clock of
Y |arsenic poisoning.

His brother
and sister and his mother, Mrs.
Thomas Love, and five men whose
names could not be ascertained last
night, are suffering from the eeffets
of the same arsenic poisoning,
which was administered last Fri-
day afternoon at 1 o'clock.

The particulars of the tragedy
were telephoned to The Observer
last night by Dr. A. J. Austin, of
Oak Grove, Union county. he
stated that last Friday Mr. and
Mrs. Thomas Love, whose resi-
dence is in Stanly county—just
across the river from Long’s store
—had their wheet threshed, and,
following the usual custom, enter-
tained at dinner all the men engag:

‘|ed at the threshing.

Mr. and Ms. Love, Dr. Love,
who lived with his parents, and
his brother and sister, dined with
the large party of threshers. The
meal was the ordinary bountiful
repast for such an oceasion. With-
in 15 minutes after it had been
eaten Dr. Love became violently
ill suffering with intense nausea.
His mother, sister and brother and
five of the threshers also became
gick with the same symptoms.
suffering greatly the latter were
not taken to their homes; and have
gince been pronounced out of dau-
ger.

It is evident that Dr. Love gwal-
Jlowed a larger quantity of poison
than and of the other sufferers; and
his condition was alarming from
the first. His nausea was not re-
lieyed until twenty-four hours af-
ter he became fick, and by this

)time he was so completely exbaust-

ed that he never rallied—sinking
radually until the end. The con

dition of his brother and sister has
improved and Dr. Austin is sure
that they will be well again. Their
mother, Mrs. Thos. Love, continues
dangerously illand her recovery i8
doubtful. Mr. Thomas j.ove Was
unaffected by the poison.

When questioned as to the meth-
od of poisoning Dr. Austin said
that there were every indication
that arsenic, in some form, had
been put in one of the dishes served
at the dinner, but whenor by W hom
the deadly drug was placed in the
food is a mystery. It was under-
stood that the meal was prepared
by several members of the family,
assisted by some neighbors W ho
were guests for the day. The
symptoms of every aufferer, and
especially the syrptoms of Dr.
Love, said Dr. Austin, tended to
prove beyon( question that arsenic
was the poisou used, but to make
sure as to this point, it is expected
that Dr. Love's stomach will be
sent to a chemist for analysis.

The entire neighborhcod, said
Dr. Austin, is greatly excited over
the sad oceurrence and the popular
impression is that some persony or
peréons, put the arsepie in the
food with murderous intent, It is
believed that the legal authorities
will at once make a searching iu-
vestigation in the matter.

When Congress takes up the
question of reapportionment of
Representatives st will be brought
face to face with the problem of
increasing the number of Represen-
tatives or of the ratio of represen-
tation. Already the House has
357 members and is an unwieldy
body. The basis of representation
is at present one member tor 173,-
000 constituents, Should thisra-
tio be maintained there willbe ad-
ded to the membership of the next
House about fifty-six members,
makingthe total membership 413.
Aside from the difficulty of doing
business in a body of such propor-
tions, there will be the greatest
difficulty in seating fifty-six more
members in the present chamber.
There is room fora handful more
than now sitin the chamber, but
it will be impossible to add fifty
seats, with desks, without taking
up all the space and leavinz no
room for passage bebind the rail-
ing. As each member is entitled
to £5,000a year salary, $1,200 fory
a clerk, $250 for stationery and his
mileage, the addition of fitty-six
members would increase the ex-
peuses of the House about $350,000

per annum, to say nothing of the
additional cost of carrying their!
franked matter in the mails,

On the other hand, to increase
the ratio of representation to 200,-
000, which would leave the mem-
bership about 366, or almost the
present figures, might endanger
the representation of some States
in the House and would certainly
shift the lines of some Congress
districts so a8 ir many Cases to
throw two members of the present
House in the same district. It has
always been the castom to fix the
ratio of representation so as not to
reduce the representation of any
State. Another serious question
in connection with the House is
the reducing of the representation
of those Southern States which
have disfranchised the negroes.
The census returns will show the
pumber of male inhabitanis of a
voting age, and comparison with
the election returns will form the
basis for an estimate of the num-
ber of voters disfranchised .— Wash-
ington Cor.
