Galveston, Tex., Sept. 11,
Yacht Stella to Houston, Sept.
—The e¢itizens of Galveston are
straining every nerve to clear the
ground and secare from beneath
the debris the bodies of human be-
ings and animals, and to get rid of
them. It isa task of great magni-
tide and is attended with untold
diffienlties. Thereisa shortageof
horges to houl the dead and there
is a shortage of willing hands to
perform the gruesome work, Yes-
terday moruing it became appar
ent that it would be impossible to
bury the deid even in trenches and
arrangements were made to take
them to sea. Darges and tugs
were quickly made’ ready for the
purpose, but it was dificult to get
men todo the work. The city’s
firemen worked hard in bringing
the bodies to the wharf, but out-
gide of them there were few who
helped. Holdiers and policemen
were accordingly sent out and eve-
ry able-bodied man they found
was marched to the wharf front,
The men were worked in relays
and were supplied with stimulants
tonerve then for their task,

Robbing The Dead.

Houston Texas, Sept. 12.—A re-
porter has telegraphed from
Laporte thestory of the robbery
and mutilation of the dead in Gal-
veston, and the death of the offen-
ders. The ghouls were holding an
orgie over the dead. The majori-
ty of the men were negroes, but
there werealso whites who took
part in the desecration. Some of
them were natives and some had
been allowed to go from the main-
land uunder the guise of “pelief
workers.” _Not only did they rob
the dead but they mutilated bodies
inorder to secure their ghoulish
booty. A party of ten negroes
were returning from a looting ex-
pedition. They had stripped
corpses of all valuables and the
pockets of some of the looters were
fairly bulging out with fingers of
the dead which had been cut off
because they were so swollen the
rings could not ‘be removed. In-
consed at this dosecration and
mutilation of the d.ad the people
shot down the louters and it was
determined that all found  in the
act of robbing the dead shall be
summarily shot.

During the robbing of the dead,
not only were fingers cut off, but
ears were stripped from hends in
order to secure jewels of value. A
few government troops who have
gurvived are assisting in pat rolling
theecity. Private citizens have al-
so endeavored to prevent the rob-
bing of the dead and on several oc-
casions have killed the offenders,
Singly and two and three the of
fenders were thus shot down until
the total of those thus executed
exceeds fully fifty.

Thursday afternoon.

The fire stated abont oneo’clock,
and for several hours raged fierce-
ly. From the canning factory on
Water street a distance of 200
yards to Market street, and then
up Market street to Main is swept
clear jof buildings. It originated
in Brabble’s restaurant from a de-
fective flue. The citizens and fire-
men there did valiant service tut
were unable to stop the conflagra-
tion. Many were prostrated with
the intense heat.

About 2:30 n’clock Mayor Moye
received a message from Mayor
Studdert asking for the assistance
of the Greenville steamer and fire-
men. The firemen were summon-
ed and had their engine and hose
wagon at the depot and loaded for
starting inside of half an hour af-
ter the message was received, but
had to wait for the special train to
arrive to take them to Washington.
They got away at 4:40 and the run
to Washington was made in forty
minutes. About thirty-five men
went along and when they started
down the street at Washington the
citizens greeted them with cheers.
Our boys went to work at once,
and Chief A. J. Griffin says he
never saw them or the engine work
better. It was notlong before the
fire was under control and the
danger that threatened the re-
mainder of the town removed.
They worked on until about 11
o’clock putting out the burning
buildings. They left to return
home about half past,one o’clock,
a large number of .Washington
people accompantying them to the
depot. Mr.J. F. Taylor made a
speech to the company, compli-
menting the men on their work
and thanking them for the assist-
ance rendered. Foreman W. F.
Harding responded for the com-
pany.

The boys got back to Greenville
about half past two, somewhat fa
tigued but very glad they were
able to render our neighbors good
service.
