It
must make enough profit on its bet-
ter patronized traius to make up
for this loss and leave a margin of
profit besides, else its passenger
traffic cannot be said to be on a
satisfactory basis, Taking the
United States as a whole, only 4
little over one-fifth of the total
earnings of railroads are derived
from the passenger traffic. A large
proportion of American railway
lines are conducting their passer-
ger traffic ata loss, while others
are merely paying expenses and de-
riving no profit proportionate to
the investment and the volume of
business done.” With regard to
the roads in our own section, we
have heard it said that the Sea-
board conduets its passenger bus-
iness at a heavy loss and that that
of the Southern barely pays ex-
penses. If this is true as to the
latter, then its branch lines must
be poorly patronized, for surely the
passenger buisness of the main
line must be tremendiously profit-
able, since nearly all of its trains
run crowded. We d. it know
how it is, but it is uuticeable that
when a railroad adds a new train,
to accommodate increased business
it rarely ever takes it off. But
there are many things about the
business that seem odd to a lay-
man—for instance that a railroad
company should pay the Pullman
Company for the privilege of haul-
