Mr. H. W. Holcombe, Secretary 
of the Greenville Tobacco Board of 
Trade, handed The Reflectob 
the following figures showing the 
sales of tobacco on the Greenville 
market for the months of August 
and September, and the compari­
son of the same mouths last year:

Pounds sold 2,724.231 4,337,490 
Average price $6.80 . $5.90 
Decrease 1,616,265.

W hile this shows a large decrease 
in sales for this year the average 
pnce is 60 cents per hundred high­
er, and the quality this year is 
much below last year also.

The sale last Friday was the 
largest the market ever had, there 
being so much tobacco here that 
only three of the warehouses could 
finish, though ¡the sale started at 
9 o^Block and continued all day. 
The fourth house hjid its break on 
the floor, but was blocked out, 
while the fifth and six houses, see­
ing the sales would block, would 
not unload their breaks Tnere was 
enough on the market for two big 
days.
