leaf tobacco factory ot Roberts &
Ficklen werealarmed by the creak -

ink of timbers and the giving away

of floors beneath them. Some
" jumped out of windows and others
_rushed.for the doors, and when all

were clear of the building there

was much reiief to find that not one
. of them had been injured.

An investigation. showed that
three floors of the building had
given way simultaneously. The
building is five stories high, and
every floor was crowded full of to-
baceo, so large had been the pur-
. chases of the firm., Such immense
weight was more than the huilding
could stand, and from aboat mid-
way the house to the front tue tisst,
second and third = floors fell 1n.
The first floor had only about two
feet clear from the ground, and the
inside studs kept the other floors
from coming down more than
about the same distance. But for
this it is probable the entire build-
ing would have collapsed.

Most of the pillars under the
building are careened out of posi-
tion and the whole structure is
more or 1:ss twisted out of shape,
and it looks like it will haveto be
torn down and rebuilt before being
safe ugain.

This is the third disaster with
which the same building has met.
When it was first being built and
the frame work had been raised to
the fifth story, a hard wind came
one day and leveled the whole
thing to the ground, Several

workmen were slightly injared in.

that collapse but no one seriously.
A year or two later in a storm one
night it was partidily blown' offits
Younda'ion aud one side of the bnild
ing badly damageaq.

It is truly remarkable, as well
as a caunse of gratitude on the part
of those in the building, that all
these accidents have been free from
loss of life or even serious injury.
The building is the property of
Hooker & Bernard, and they as
well as Roberts & Fickleo are lns-
ers financially. The latter will con-
tinue their business right on in
such temporary quarters as they
can secure until the factory is made
