stage. Hundreds of men, women
and children are idle as the result
of notices posted by the mill own-
ers some days ago notifying all op-
eratives who would not withdraw
from the Textile Union to consider
themselves discharged after the
15th.

Very few if any of the opera-
tives abandoned the union, and as
the mill men remained firm, a ma-
jority of the mills in the county are
either idle or running with great-
ly reduced for®es. Instead ofcrip-
pling the amion, the order of the
mill owners seems to have had the
effect of strengthening it, numbers
of new members haviog been re-
ceived since the notices were post-
ed.

Both the operatives and their
late employers are firm and deter-
mined to carry their points. As
yet no disorders have been report-
ed

If the difference is not soon ad-
justed or employment secared else-
where, many of the operatives will
suffer for the necessaries of ‘life,
A majority of them are homeless
and with practically no means.

COTTON STALKS AS STOCK
FEED.

The cotton stalks have in many
places come out so that the fields
are greener and prettier than they
havebeen at any time. This is
an uousual condition, and some
few « persons have expressed the
opinion that a very late fall would
cause many new bolls to open.
But the best informed have no such
hope. The bolls are too young to
mature before the cold weather

“kills the plants.

However, it may be that these
green cotton stalks would make
good feed.,

mr. Isaac Brown, of Tuckahoe,
Jones county, writes us that a
short while ago he wrote the State
commissioner of agriculvure asking
advice as to the best way to utilize
cotton stalks to advantage, 8o as to
supplement the poor short crop of
lint cotton. Mr. Brown says he
stated that cattle and horses will

q eat the tender part of the stalks
i and that cattle will fatten in & cot-
’ ton patch after the stalks are killed
by cold weather,

Mr. Brown further mentioned in
his postal that Prof. Atkinson, of
Boston, asserted at the first Atlan-
ta exposition that ‘‘the cotton
stalks and seed properly utilized
are worth more than lint.”
