He entered upon the
contest of life’s battle with nothing
but a traived mind, good health
and character. He chose a busi-
mness rather than a professional
life. By dilligence, close atten
tion and wisdom he became a suc-
cessful business man. Under his
care and management, a small
manufacturing plant at Darham
became a mammoth cone rn.
From a barn where tobacco was
pulverized with a stick, it became
a four-million dollar plant, em-
ploying hundreds of laborers. As
it grew Mr. Carr became identified
with other enterprises; and he has
been closely connected with the
successful administration of more
enterprizes than any other citizen
of the State. This requires ability
of & high order, and many men- of
marked ability bave been unahle
to accomplish so much, It may be
ability of a different kind from
that* which enables a man to
preach practice law or medicine,
but it is ability of just as high or-
der, Itinvolves the managemert
of men and affairs. But Mr. Carr’s
ability does not end here. . While
he has been engaged in these busi-
ness enterprises, he has also ‘been
conspienots in the pelitical, ednea.
