| Hon. B. R. Lacy as Commissioner

of Labor and Printing, has been
compiled and will go into the hands
of the State printer teday prepara-
tory to presentation to the General
Assembly. ’ b
- The following extract from this
‘chapter of the report will be of in-
terest: '

“The following average tables

are compiled from 369 blanks filed
out by represéntative larmers
from every county in the State.
The farmers always respond
promptly. .
‘The returns were received dur-
ing the period from June i16th to
October 1st, which explains differ-
ence in selling price of cotton and
other produgts shown in table 2.

Table No 1 shows an increase of
12 per cent, in the value of land in
39 counties, 17 per cent, decrease
in three counties and 55 counties
report no change. Eighty-four
counties report fertility of land
maintained and 13 smaller farms,
11 larger, and 12 no change.

¢Table No, 2 shows mode of liv-
ing in 89 counties improved Sev-
enty counties report cost of living
increased: Eighty-seven counties
report negro labor unreliable, sev-
en reiable and 3 report no negro
labor, Sixty counties report em-
ployment regular,

¢«Table No. 3 shows nighest wa-

ges paid men $13.23, lowest $3.01,
Highest wages paid women $8.01,
lowest $5.20. Wages of children
$4.62. Forty-seven counties re-
port no change.
«Table No. 4 shows 64 counties
produce cotton at a cost of $26.19
per 500-pound bale; 84 counties
produce wheat at 61 cents per
bushel; 97 counties produce corn
at a cost of 41 cents per bushel; 92
counties produce oats at a cost of
28 cents per bushel; 49 counties
produce tobacco at a cost of $5.50
per 100,

«Table No. 5 shows market price
of cotton 94 cents per pound, wheat
85 cents per bushel, corn 66 cents
per bushel, oats 42 cents per bush-
el, tobacco $7.92 per 100.

¢«“T'gble No. 6 shows cducational
conditions good in seven counties,
fair in 35, poor in 52, and bad in
three. Moral condition good in
29, fair in 58, poor in 9 and bad in
one. Financial condition good in
6, fair in 41, poor in 42, and bad
in 8.
