He will urge the rural free
delivery throughout the country,
and reccommend that nearly $4,-
000 000 be appropriated for the
maintenance of the servicge.

Mr. Smith will pointout in his
report that the government will be
a financial gainer by the general
establishment of the rural service.

ceives from $500 to $700 a year
for delivering the mail from the
railway station to some onejfourth
