The United States’ Supreme
Court gave a black eye to the
American Tobaceo Company by a
decision in which the Tenuessee
anti-cigarette law is held to be con
stitutional,

A year or 80 ago the Legislature
of Tennessee passed an act prohib-
iting the sale of cigarettes in that
State. The Tobacco Trust at once
pronounced the law unconsitution-

regard it, whereapon one of its
agents was indicted. The case
went to the Supreme Court of Ten-
nessee, which held the law consti-
tutional, on the ground that it was
a police regulation for the suppres-
sion of a nusiance. The Trust ap-
pealed to the SBupreme Court of the
United States, and now that ‘trib

unal says the Tennessee court was
correct in its construction of the
law.

The decision will likely serious-
ly affect the business of the Amer-
fcan Tobacco Company in the
South. The salé of its goods will
not only be stopped in Tennessee,
other States will no doubt enact

The Factory as an Element in
* Social Life,

Under the above head, The Lit-
eraey Digest recently reproduced
some portions of a paper read by
Hon. Carroll D. Wright, chief the
government bureau of statistics,
before the New England Cotton
Manufacturers’ association.

Mr. Wright protests vigorously
against theidea current in places,
that ‘‘the factory creates ignorance,
vice and low tendencies.”” He ar-
gues indeed that ‘‘immoral lives
are less frequentamong the factory
population than among any other
class in the community,’”” as shown
by many and searching investiga-
tions. W ;

The factory, according to this
authority, has always been a civil-
izing influence. |

The following quotation from his
paper regarding the factory in the
gouth is interesting. Hesays:

“The establishment of the textile
factory in the south led to the em-
ployment of a body of native peo-
ple, those born and bred in the
south, popularly known as the
poor whites, who, up to the time
of the erection of cotton factories
had lived a precarious existence,.
Today these people are furnishing
the textile factories with a class ot
operatives not surpassed in any
part of the country. The poor
whites are now able to educate
their children, to bring them up
in a way that was never possible
to them before and thus are grad-
nally, and with more or less ra-
pidity, becoming a valuable ele-
ment in sonthern population.

“The experience in the south is
simply that of other localities. The
factory means education, enlighten-
