It will thus be seen that the next

And it would not be wasteful ex-
travagaice If all these expenditures
of appropriations should be made.
But how can they, or any of them,
be made? This is the question to
be answered, and the perplexing
problem to be soived by our hext
law-makers. It is very easy to
make suggestions as to how the
State’s money shall be expended,
but it is not 8o easy to suggest how
that money shall be collected. It
would be well, therefore, for those
persons, who are suggesting how to
spend the State’s money, to sug-
gest also how to raise it.

The rate of taxation now levied
by State and county has reached
the constitutional limit, and it is
absolutely impossible to levy and
collect any more taxes without
finding other subjects of taxation
and properly valuing those already
taxed. Our Legislators must by
all means enact a better machi
pery and revenue act than our
State has ever yet had. This is
their most important work, and
they should all go to Raleigh next
month determined to do it.—Pitts-
boro Record.

favor the issuing of the bonds. As
Greenville is entirely free from
debt and these will be the first
bonds upon the town, they will no
doubt find ready purchasers, and
possibly at a premiam.
