J. O'mm'

When'a man like' Dr. C. J.
«O’Hagan dies the loss to a com-
munity is iostantly. realized but
not 80 easily estimated. 'l.‘ne value
of such'a tife is indellbly fixed in
metiiory, for it is seldom indeed
that one 8o great in mind ' and
heart is tound dwelling among us,
1t is not the purpose of this writer
to attempt a sketch or review of
the notable career of this uncom.
mon man, but only to mention in
brief and simple words of appre-
ciation some of the qualities and
virtues that made him for so long
a time a valued and distinguished

citizen in our midst. :

Dr. O’Hagan was endowed by
nature with rare talents and su-
perb gifts of mind. His Inmminous
jutellect, his fertile brain, his
superior knowledge, his learning
jd books and 1ntelligent observa-
tion of human affairs, his'inflexible
hfmesty and unswerving rectitude
in aim and purpose, his laudable
and enduring traits of character,—
all these gave him a high place in
the esteem and affections of men,
and they bestowed on him their
homage and admiration without{
stint or reservation. A& a phy-
sician of long experience and busy
and lucrative practice, he stood in
the forefront of his profession,
His superior merits and abilities|
were widely recognized and doc-
tors far' ‘and " near bowed to his
matare wisdom' and sought him
for advice and - consultation. He
was devoted to his great work, he
loved his profession, and mastered
it and practiced it as a science and
a blessing to mankind. From the
beginning of his _professional ca-
reer his aptitude and talents made
his progress and success certain,
He didn’t falter, nor ‘‘lag super-
fluous on the stage,” but advanced
steadily forward and upward toan
eminence and distiuction that but
few ever,reach. He diligeutly
toiled ‘‘up the steep where Fame's
_ proud temple shiues afar,” and
became the pride and ornament of
his profession. Never arrogating
to himself superior excellence, he
seemed to care nothiong for theairy
honors of 4 name, nor sought any
of the crafty arts to elevate himself
above his fellows, and yet by his
higher wisdom and knowledge,
greater learning and experience, he
could but fill his natural place and
stand in the first rauk as o physi-
cian with few eqnals and no supé
rior in our Stafe. There are nu-
merous familiesitoday who feel that
there is none other who can take
his place as doctor in their homes.
In him they had impliecit faith and
adoring confidence; their hearts,
like ma drums; are beating
motrnfullFover the re of
him who cau visit thén no more,
Bm his great lodhl lkﬂl. his
wm his attractiveness,
his Bopeful, wssuring words, gerved
Y tin thé slok room,
giving cheeF and strength in the u
tlewith stuborn Mudvuﬂu
illness.

It can besaid with trath that
Dr. O’Hagan possessed qualifica-!
tions that would have brought him
lofty distinction outside of his pro-
fession if his genius had inclined
him tosuch ventures. His intel-
lectual powers; his resolute will,
his chivalrous patare and com:
manding presence, would have
served him well in any ' political
ambition he might have cherished,
But in our recollection he had no
such aspirations, and at the slight-
est intimation of such preferment
by his friends he rebelled against
the very.thought and tossed back
the proffered plume, unwilling “to
woo the fickle fortune of politics,
and immovable in hit high purpose
to pursue with whole mind and
heart the one noble calling he loved
and honored 8o well. He was a
flueut, earnest and forcible speaker
though the oceasions were infre-
quent when he appeared nupon the’
public rostrum. In response to
cal's in'a political assemblage his
addresses were brim-full of reason
atid logic, delivered in terse and
cogent Eoglish, evoking ' most

The
Louisville Courier Journal was one
of his favorites in newspaper read-
ing, being specially food of the
racy and ' brilliant editorials of
Henry Watterson, so compact in
potent thought and political phil-
osophy, and written in a style so
telicitous and vivid. Dr. O’Hagan
kept himself in touch with the
brightest and best thought of the
times. ° He was a ripe scholar, nis

In classical lore noue oth-
er among us knew near 8o much as
he. To have his eritical opinion
and comments on auy literary
question or production was always
a delight, for in his discourse the
erudition of his ovu brilliant and
cultivated mind shone forth in full
splendor.
