W. T. Faircloth contains a clause
giving twenty thousands dollars to
the Baptist Female  University in
Raleigh. It was not stated wheth-
er the gift is to be applied to some
special purpose or to go into the
general fand of the institation..

Assuming in the absence of im-
formation to the contrary, that
Judge Faircloth’s bequestis an un-
conditional gift to the college, it is
understood that it will be avail-
able for extinquishment of the col-
lege debt. It was stated at the
Baptist Tabernacle -watch-night
service Monday night that there
was a debt of $45,000 hanging
over the college. It Judge Fair-
cloth’s benefaction may be used
