and punishment. ““There are no
methods,’’ says the Chicago Times !
Herald, “whereby Canadian erim
inals can have the proceedings
tayed from wmonth to mouth and
from year to year or, ulter being
convieted, appeal from one eourt 1o
another until the witnesses die of
old age or oppurtunities for corrnp
tion can be found. Nor does this
swift method of treating with
wrong doers in Canada leave the
innoceut unable to properly defend
themselves. They have all the
privileges and opportunities that
our own laws extend to them. The
intent to shield the guilty is lack-
ing—that isall.”’
