New Subjects Of Taxation,

P

If thechairman of the finance
committee ofthe lower house of the
Legislature could have forseen his
appointment to that position, he
might have gotten from the tax
books of other States a good deal of
valuable information as to subjects
of taxation which it is probably too
late for him to accumulate now.
There must be in North Carolina a
good many things, of one klnd and
another, which could justly stand
taxation, which are not on the tax
books now. Itwould seem that if
a good financier had before him the
revenue act of every State in the
Union he would find them an in-
teresting subject of study and
could gather from them a great
many ideas which, if applied in
this State, would largely augment
the public revenues without work-
ing hardship to any individual or
interest. An alent State Treasur-
Ier, who made the duties of his of-
fice a subject of study, could do
the work and incovporate the re-
sult of his investigations in his re |
port to the Legislature, in the
form of recommendations, Of
course we speak now for -the fu-
ture, for, as above suggested, if this
has not been already done it is too
late to do it for the present ses-
sion. Perhaps, even, it Las been
done, though we cannot think so,
for it is certain that other States
taxa great many things which
North Carolina does aot.
the system of taxdodging which is
open and flagrant in this State—
though perhaps not more 8o than
in others—it is not to be wondered
at that the visible property is put
on the tax books at an average of
halt tothree-fourths of its actual
value. There seems to be scant
prospect of an improvement in this
state of things, and unless new sub-
jects of taxation are found the de
mands upon the public Treasury
for legitimate needs are likely to
continue to out-run the cash in it,
