In compliance with the law 
which provides ^ t  certain classes 
of vessels of the navy shall be 
named tor S ta ^  of the v Union 
thirty-one States are now repre­
sented on the navy list, as follows: 
Alabama, Arkansas, CMifornia, 
Colorado, Florida, Georgia, Illi 
nois, Indiaim, Iowa, Kentucky, 
hfaioe, Maryland, Massachusetts, 
Michigan,> Minnesota, Missouri, 

^Nebraska, Nevada, New Hamp 
'ishire (by the Keársarge), New Jer^ 
sey, New York, Ohio, Oregon, 
Pennsylvania, Bhqde Island, South 
Dakota, Texas, Verinont, Virginia, 
West Virginia, Wisconsin and 
Wyoming. •

Most of these are sonorous uames, 
well adapted'lor designating fight­
ing ships. Nevertheless, the scheme 
of nomenclature adopted by Con­
gress is responsible for some mis­
fits. Dakota would be a good en­
ough name for a battleship, but 
South Dakota and West Virginia 
are simply ridiculous. State names 
containing the prefixes North, 
South, New or West might well be 
shorn of the surplusage. Jersey 
would sound better than New Jer­
sey, and where the omi^ion, as in 
the case of the two Carolinas, Da- 
kotas and Virginias, would lead to 
duplication the States might be 
represented (as is New Hampshire) 
by a lamous name in their local 
history or geography.—-Philadel­
phia Beooid.
