THE STATE’S INDUSTRIES.

A Wonderful Growth Along Many
Lines In Twenty Years,

The manufacturing Industries of
North Carolina until 1880 were limited.
but since that time the spindles and
looms for the manufacture of cotton
and woolen fabrics have been largely
increased, tobacco factorles have been
established and enlarged and the cul-
ture of silkworms has occasioned the
establishment of a silkmaking in-
dustry.

In 1896 the number of cotton mills
in the state was 167, looms 25,000 and
spindles approximately 1,000,000. Over
15,000 persons were employed in these
mills, and the capital invested was
over $15,000,000. There was a note-
worthy advance during 1809 in cot-
ton manufacturing. New plants put
into operation numbered 28 and new
spindles 230,168, with an estimated
capitalization of §8,000,000.

The tobacco industry has greatly
prospered in recent years, During the
fiscal year ending June 30, 1899, there
were 20 manufacturers of tobacco, 38
of cigars, and the combined output in
the calendar year 1808 was 8,482,148
elzars, 20,040,896 pounds of plug to-
baceo, 12,044 pounds of fine cut, 9,239,
870 pounds of smoking and 48,552
pounds of snuff. The tobacco factories
in 1898 gave employment to 16,900
men, 9,700 women and 5,000 children.

The increase in the lumber product
of 1800 over that of 1808 was estimat-
ed at 30 per cent. Eighteen new lum-
ber companies were organized last
year, with a total capital of $562.000.
Nine furniture factories, with a total
capital of $100,000, were also added,
In 1807 the output of 323 lumber mills
aggregated $4,608,280 for the year.

The fisheries of North Carolina are
an important industry. In 1803 the
number of men regularly employed in
this Industry approximated 6,000 and
the boats and vessels about 2,600. The
value of the produets 1s nearly equally
divided between sen and river prod-
ucts. The shad and herring fisheries
are the most important of any state,
and the greater portion of the cateh I8
wade In and about the Albemarle
sound, Oysters are abundant, the arvea
of the pubiic grounds exceeding 20,000
aucres and the natural beds nearly
B,000 acres. Legislative protection has
been thrown around the oyster and
fishery lnterests, and the laws are rig-
idly enforced.
