Baleigh, N. O., Feb. 18.—The 
Brown anti-cigarette bill passed its 
second reading iu the Senate Sat-, 
urday. The bill reads thus:

“Sec. Í. Tnat‘it shall be un­
lawful for any person, firm or cor­
poration to sell orofTertosell, give, 
buy for, or offer to buy for any 
pei^D, or persons under tne age 
of 21 years in this State any cigar­
ettes, cigarette paper, or aoy sub­
stitute therefor. The father, or it 
he be dead, the mother, guardian 
or employer of auy minor to whom 
a sale or gift shall be made in vio­
lation of this act, shall have a right 
of aetioii in a civil court against 
the person or persons so offending 
by such sale or gift and npon proof 
of such illicit sale or gift shall re 
oover from such party or parties so 
offending, such exemplary dam­
ages as a Jury may áuessi provided 
that such asseesment shall not 
less than 125. And each retail 
dealer in otgarettos shall pay a tax 
pt 129 annually to go to ths school 
fhnd, to ba«oaU«)cted by the sher- 
lih aud as taxes on retail dealers in 
eigaia are eolleoted under the act 
to raise revenue.
