'These sculptures ml
staff will be conspicuous features of
the architecture of this beautiful build-
ing. Models in clay are first made of
the figures, and from them, reproduc-
tions in staff are cast.

The model of the eagle has just been
completed. It is of colossal size. Im
the model nearly 10,000 pounds of clay
have been used, and each bird, when
cast In staff, will weigh fully two tons.
The sculptured eagle will measure
nearly 16 feet in height.

Essays on Pan-American,
