About 8:30 o’clock Ptidi^ night 
fire broke out in the liverj^stablea 
of J , F. King, on Fifth street, and 
gave that section of the town be­
tween Evans and Ootanqh streets a 
close call from total destrncti^.

The alarm brought all the fire 
department afid many citiáens 
promptly to the scene and some 
splebdid'work was done.  ̂ liaving 
poor material to hia^ fire in the 
engine it was a little slow |p get- 
ting.np steam, bat it did most ef­
fective work after starting. The 
donkey engine at the gin plant of 
Greene & Hooker also came to with 
some good work, and theocdored 
firemen with their haqd engine 
and the hook and l^der qom^ny 
never did better work at any fire 
than at this one. In ftet all the 
fire department did nobly, it  
la dne maihiy to their heroic work 
that there is not a larger list of 
losses to report. ‘

There was so mnch oombnstible 
material in the livery stables that 
in a few minutes after the fire was 
diseovece^ the buildtog was be* 
yond being saved. The flames 
qnickly coranmnicated to the store 
bniblicg and two small tenant 
hooseü east of the which
were totally destroyed, aud also to 
the bar room of Marshal Starkey 
we«t of the stables. This latter 
bnildiug was pot out after being 
fnlly half bnrned np, but thehoose 
is rnined. Other nearby buildings 
caught but were qnickly put out.  ̂

'Mr. King got his horses and 
most of the vehicles ont of the 
stables, and Mr. Starkey got the 
bulk of his stock ont of the bar­
room. Some others in immediate 
danger moved their stocks. '

The total loss Is estimated at 
16,000, upon which there was 
$2,750 insurance, most of it being 
in companies represented by H. A. 
White’s agency, and some by J. 
L. Bugg.
