LIVERY STABi.ES BURNED*

J. F, King Burned Out Again.

Such if Life.
A newspaper man was asked to

article that was a scorcher. ‘ ‘That^s 
splendid,” exclaimed the man, de­
lightedly, when the article was 
read to him. <̂ That is right;

The 
man stopped his paper and went 
away mad.

Early Sunday morning the liv­
ery stables occupied by J. F. 
King, on the oorner of Second and 
Beade streets, another stables near 
by occupied by E. B. Ficklen, and 
a one etory dwelling boose were de- 
stioyed by fire.

The fire originated in King’s 
stables and most have started af­
ter 4 o’clock. When the people 
in the neighborhood were first 
aroused by the fire it was 4:30 
o’clock and the stables were then 
a mass of flames and almost ready 
to fall in. Five horses perished 
in the Are, and beside these Mr. 
King lost all of his v^iclesand 
everything else he had in the 
stables, nothing at all was saved.

Mr. Ficklen bad three horses in 
the other stables to which the 
flames spread so quickly that they 
were narrowly saved. All the 
feed stuflf in his stables w as de­
stroyed.

The dwelling house belonged to 
a little orphan boy named Jack 
Teel, It was occupied by some 
women who took care of the boy 
for the rent of the house. They 
got iheir furniture out. There 
was no insnrance on the house.

The stables] buildiugs both be­
longed to Mrs. H. E. Daniel, but 
there was only $200 insurance on 
the one occupied by Mr. King.

Tliis is theseeond time Mr. King 
has been burned out in a mouth. 
Ou the night of the 22nd of Feb 
ruary his stables on Fifth street 
were destroyed, aud after this he 
located at these other stables. He 
had $1,000 losarauce on his stock 
which bat little more than half 
covered his loss.

The total loss of this Are Sunday 
morning is estimated at about $2,- 
750 with $1,2(^ insurance.

Owing to the distance from the 
heart of the town and the dead 
hour of night it was some time be­
fore the alarm was heard. The 
fire department was all out but it 
was too late to save anything. The 
engine only'threw w£Uor a short 
while on the fire to deaden it.

Braxtoif, Lewis McLawhorn, 
Lewis Griffin and a negro were all 
mixed up in it, and Griffin was 
also badly cut.

It seems that there had been 
trouble between some of the parties 
dnrinf^the day, and it was re­
newed after night. Not long be­
fore thé killing McLawhorn went 
before the Mayor to have a war­
rant issued for one of the others. 
The negro who was connected with 
the trouble has disappeared.

It is an unfortunate affair and 
the people at Ayden yery much 
regret its occurrence.
