Xhe Family Doctor Versws The 
Specialist.

Much of the specialist’s opem  
ttve work of today is worthy of the 
highest praise; on the other hand, 
á  large peieentage of operative 
work is ill-advised, superfluous and 
harmiul, and as soon as the more 
intelligent people of the communi­
ty  realize that such is the case, 
they will again turn for advice to 
the intelligent family practitioner; 
they will admit him again to the 
inner family council and trust to 
him to shield them from the med­
dlesome treatment of our times, 
and to deliver them into conserva­
tive and safe hands. And if the 
future family practitioner is to re­
gain lost ground, again, aspire to 
reach that plane in the practice of 
general medicine which is properly 
his, and again to enjoy the fall 
oonfidenoe ot his clientele, it must 
be through his own individual ef­
forts—by educating himself to bp- 
come a diagnostician. In  view of 
the complex character which is a 
feature of some of the special ex­
aminations, this may seem a her­
culean task; but I  am convinced 
that all medical men who are fitted 
by nature and proper education 
for their work will in rcasouable 
time become competent diagnosti­
cians, and willlut <uipable of for-
niulatiug príH'íHü indications for 
treatment, provided ample oppor­
tunity for laboratory and bedside 
instruction be offered and sought,
