mission, with the fall knowledge
that the appropriation was to be
refused, if the necessary votes
could be secured, for the purpose
of killing the Civil Service Com-
mission and the law under which
it asts. Now, Mr. Rodenberg is a
Civil Service Commissioner and
,unless the Senate should. refuse to
confirm his nomination, which
is not likely, will draw #3,{00 a
vear salary and a liberal allowance
for expenses during the remainder
of the McKinley regime; and he
has had the nerve to say in a pub |
lished interview that he had al-
ways been a friend of civil service
reform, Such humbug is disgust-
ing.

While Mr. McKinley ie racking
his brains to try to satisfy the de
mands of the Republican bosses for
patronage, American interests in
China are in a fair way to suffer.
