There were some trucks 
used in certain sections last season 
for housing tobacco, and we find in 
every section where the truck was 
used there will l>e a great demand 
for them this season, and orders 
for several hundred trucks have 
already been placi'd and many 
more will doubtless ímhuo iu yet. 
If you will lay out your rows as 
state<i al)oye it will take no extra 
maunre aud but little moie land, 
and if you do not use the truck 
you cao tote your tobacco along the 
wide row much better, and if you 
are eoarce of help you can use a 
tm ek.
