He married there and 
some years later bought The ^ 1 -  
veston Kews. It was a profimble 
investment and he established at 
Dallas its counterpart, The Dallas 
Kews. Exceptas to local news 
they were substantially the same 
paper, the editorial and general 
news matter in each being identi 
cal each day. These papers are 
distributed practically all over 
Texas every day by special trains 
chartered for the purpose and run 
out of Galveston and Daliat early 
every morning.
