H o w  t h e  S y s t e m  i s  G r o w in g *

Mr. Wm. A. Barr, the special 
agent 0  ̂ike postal service who is 
here looking into the rural free de­
livery routes proposed for Pitt 
county gives Thb BEFLECfTOE some 
interesting information rsgarding 
the service.

“ The first appropriation ($10,000) 
was made by Congress in 1895, to 
test the system as an experiment. 
It proved such a success and be­
came so popular that the appropri­
ation has at present increased to 
$1,750,000 and for the ^ cal year 
beginning July 1st, 1901, it is 
$3,500,000. About 4,000 routes 
are now in operation in the United 
8tates serving about 3,000,000 peo­
ple and there are folly 10,000 ap­
plications for additional routes now 
o n  file with the Postoffioe Pepart- 
mtnt.

The carriers are appointed by 
the Postoffice Department at a sal­
a r y  of $500 a year and are under 
bond for $1,000. Appointments 
are for no specified time, but dur­
ing goo<i behavior and satisfactory 
attention to duty. The carriers 
sell postage stamps, stamped en­
velopes^ postal cards • and newspa­
per wrappers, and register letters 
and receive applications for money 
orders. They are also allowed to 
actas agents for newspapers, mag­
azines and other legitimate publi­
cations, and to carry passengers
