What the police believe was a 
daring attempt to rob the Cam- 
bridgeport National Bank.of Cam­
bridge Mass., by the use of dyna­
mite in broad daylight, was re- 
wealed Tuesday by an explosion in 
the bank which blew out the side 
of the office, damaged other parts 
of the building and in which Cash­
ier William F Roaf sustained a 
bad wound on the head. If the 
explosion was a part of a plot to 
rob the bank, the plan failed as 
far as booty was concerned, for 
nothing of value was taken from 
the place. The shock of the ex­
plosion was lelt for several blocks, 
no damage was done outside of the 
bank building.

Pittsburg, May 22.—-A Job, W . 
Va.  ̂special Says: To be omshed 
to death in the embrace of a mon­
strous black bear and their little 
bodies afterward mangled and 
partly devoured was the frightful 
fate that beiell the three young 
children of E. P. Porterfield, a 
mountaineer about 12 miles south­
east of this place.

The remains were fennd by a 
searching party which had been 
out since^last Sunday evening.

The party included Jiffin Wel­
don, a Maryland hunter, who 
within a few minutes after the dis­
covery of the bodies, shot and kill­
ed the bear in a neighboring thick­
et, The children were Mary, aged 
3} Willie, aged 5, and Henry, aged 
7. Shortly after noon Sunday 
they left home to gather flowers in 
a clearing near their home. Noth­
ing more is known, but it is sup­
posed that they wandered into the 
woods and becoming lost continued 
on their way until they were over­
taken by the bear in the dense 
forest three miles from their par­
ent’s home.

The bear feasted off all three of 
the bodies, The bones of the chil­
dren had been crushed like straws 
and the flesh stripped off with 
teeth and claws. The party divi­
ded and began a search. Within 
a few minutes Weldon discovered 
it in a thick clump of hemlock sap­
lings near a small stream. A  sin­
gle shot ended its life. It was de­
clared to be the laigest bear ever 
seen in this neighborhood.

Fatalties from lightning are of 
alarming frequency. Although 
summer has not yet come, yet al­
ready there have been very many 
deatcs from lightning. In every 
paper is published the death of 
somebody, caused by a flash of 
lightning,, and many buildings 
have been struck and destroyed.

It is no wonder, that many per- 
60UR are frightened at the approach 
of au electric storm and (juake with 
fen I at flashes of lightening and 
roar of thunder. Death from 
lightning comes so suddenly, and, 
nobody can tell where lightning 
may strike, it is not surprising 
that a thunder storm causes great 
alarm, and from its fury no human 
protwtion seems adequate.—Pitts- 
Imro Record.
