Cost of Trayellog on Bad Ro«4s*

An illustration of the compara* 
dve cost of hauling over good and 

roads is furnished by C. E. 
Ashbnrne, Jr., in the Louisville 
Courier Journal. The Incident 
came under his own observatioDi 
and the roads were in Kentucky. 
He says:

‘‘A machine weighing 16,000 
pounds was drawn four miles on 
the Brock turnpike, a macadam* 
izedroad. It required fourmuloe 
(4,000 pounds to a mule) and one 
and one-half hours of time, at a  
cost of fifteen cents per mule per 
hour, or a total cost for four miles 
of ninety cents.

‘̂After traveling four miles on 
macadamized turnpike the route 
lay a little less than 2,000 leet (̂ lees 
than two fifths of a mile) on a dirt 
road. To travel this 2,000 feet i t  
was necessary to use ten of the best 
mules and seven men; and with 
this force it took nine hoars to 
complete the journey. The cost 
was 989.80, at which rate four 
miles would have cost $208.08; or, 
in other words, 9208.08 is abso­
lutely thrown away for want of a  
macadamized road.”

1%e telegraphic crop report issued 
weekly by the Departmeut of Ag- 
rioulture days today:

Virginia—Much damage done 
by washii^ rains and flood water 
to iowdands wheat, corn, oats and 
rye; loss irreparable, excepting 
corn, which, can be replanted. 
Highland wheat, oats and corn 
doing w ^ i  cénsidcmble tobacco 
ttausplanted; pastares and glasses 
improving; wheal heading, apples 
felling.

North Carolina—Minor features 
of crop condition this week over­
shadowed by the immense damage 
done to land and crops, by heavy 
rain fall and subsequent floods; 
unnsoally large areas of lowlands 
in corn and (K)tton submerged and 
some of the finest wheat in the 
west destroyed. Uplands l<adly 
washed. Stands of cotton and 
corn injured. Unlnjnred crops do­
ing well but very grassy; te rn  
work stopped; fruit dropping con­
siderably.

Alabama—Bain fall ample, cot­
ton much improved, most of re­
planted up, stands fairly good, 
chopping well advanced; corn, 
wheat, oats, gardens and minor 
crops improved; much late planted 
up but worms quite damaging; oat 
harvest progressing, indicating 
fair yields; only peach prospects 
bright, some early ripening.

Georgia—Land and crop badly 
washed in north section by recent 
heavy rains, marked Improvement 
in middle and southern sections; 
crops growing vigorously; fall oats 
aqd wheat being harvested in 
southern sections, with good yields; 
corn and cotton variable in condi­
tion, but general outlook more fa­
vorable in southern portion than 
elsewhere; peaches shedding bad­
ly, output below earlier expecta­
tions indicated early varieties 
ripening in southern purtion.
