An appeal of general interest to 
people all over the State has just 
been decided by the Supreme CJourt 
whereby Dr. J. 0 . Kilgo,’ presi­
dent of Trinity College, and Messrs 
B. N. Dnke of Durham and W. R, 
Odell of Concord, the defendants 
in the libel suit for damages 
brought by Bev. Mr Gattis, of 
Durham, at Granville Superior 
CJourt last fall, got a new trial.

The Granville jury awarded 
Gattis damages in the sura of $20,- 
000, after one cf the hottest of le­
gal contests, because of the publi­
cation by the trustees of that coi 
lege of the speech of Dr. Kilgo in 
refutation of charges brought 
against him by Gattis and Judge 
Walter Clark, and which publica­
tion the plaintiff claimed coutaiued 
libelous statements concerning the 
plaintiff Gattis.

INDUSTRIAL GROWTH OF NORTH 
CAROLINA.

Last Friday a dispatch was re­
ceived from Washington concern­
ing the growth of industries in 
North Carolina, as computed by 
the director of the new censas, and 
some of the daily papers published 
under big head!ness the astonish­
ing statement that the “ value of 
the mannfiaccered products of 
North Carolina now amount ro 
over $9,000,000,” aud thought 
that was a big thing! The direc­
tor of the census had said so. 
Nine millions indeed! Why, the 
valne manufactured product of the 
250 textile mills in North Carolina 
aloue is worth fully fifty milliou— 
and more. The raw pioduct itself 
—the 400,000 bales of cotton (of 
the 500,000 bales grown in the State 
consumed by theso mills—is worth 
$16,000,000 before a pound of it 
touches a spindle!

It is safe to say that the manu­

factured products of the cotton 
mills, tobacco factories—about 12,- 
000,000 pounds manufactured at 
Winston (chewing) and nearly as 
much (smoking and cigarettes at 
Durham—furniture factories, cot- 
tou-seed oil mills, etc., etc., foot 
up a total of over $125,000,000 
each year. And yet we are grave­
ly informed by the census bureau 
that our “manuikctured products 
amounts to $9,000,000,” and some 
of our “ leading daily” papers 
print such rot as “ news” under a 
big five-decker head!
