The train
from Norfolk has no other connec-
tion anywhere and there 18 no
reason why it could not leaye Nor-
folk as formerly, at half-past two,
thus allowing our evening train to
make all main line eonnections
and give us our mail and express
an hour earlier.

And then, Mr.' Editor, it is a-
fact readily acknowledged by all
the railroad officers that this line
—the Kinston branch—is the best
paying piece of property that they
have. And yet they bhave the
poorest equipment and slowest
