 We have been watching the reports
of killing weeds by spraying with cop-
per sulphate for some time, waiting un-
til . some decision was reached as to
proper strength to apply, amount to
use, time of using and results, says
American Cultivator. We would not
advocate it where the cultivator, weed-
er or the hand hoe can be used, as we
Phink that the stirring of the soil iz as
Important as the destruction of weeds,
but upon the cereals and such crops as
cannot be well cultivated this may
prove importaut. An experiment with
a 10 per cent golution, or 10 pounds of
the sulphate In 12V gallons or 100
three to five inches high or aboutyJune
1 was found to kill ragweed, wild bar-
ley, wild buckwheat, penny cress and
other weeds, while 4 pounds in 50 gal
lons killed ragweed, mustard and some
other weeds. The stronger solution

| burned the wheat leaves at the tip, but

the yleld was much larger than on an
adjoining plot not treated. The In-
erease of the crop we should not con-
sider as Important ns the freeing the
land and the seed grain from the sceds
of these foul weeds. About 40 gallons
were used to the acre, and it was found
to be an economiecal method of destroy-
Ing weeds even when the larger amount
was used.

Growing Mape.

F'rom all the reports we see from
those who have grown rape we belleve
it to be a good and profitable crop to
raise for green feeding swine, sheep
and young stock or for poultry that are
confined to yards and think It might
have considerable value as a part of
the feed for fattening stock or prepar-
ing them to fatten. 1ts feeding value is
given in the tables as nearly equal to
cabbage or a mixture of peas and bar
ley and higher than green fodder corn,
and it will grow more pounds of green
feed to the acre than either of these ex-
copting the corn, whild the sced 1s not
expensgive or the labor of caring for It
b not great.
