B a l e i g h , N. C., Joly 20,1901.

Lyochlag iUust Be Stopped.
The Governor realizes that to 

put an end to lynching radical 
measures most be adopted. Obe­
dience to law is the high^t civic 
virtue. I'he crime which provokes 
lynching is so horrible that the 
guilty scoundrel is sure of convic­
tion and hanging by legal and or­
derly methods. Instead of joining 
witii others, when tbé crime is 
committed, good men ought to 
unite to do two things: 1. To see 
that DO lynching stains the good 
name of their county; and, 2. That 
no gnilty scoundrel is permitted to 
escape for the lack of evidence.

It will not do to say that the 
way to stop lynching is to stop the 
crime. The majesty of the law 
should be invoked to sec ure speedy 
trials and speedy executions, and 
lorever pot an end to the execution 
of the death sentence by any bcniy 
of unauthorized men, however 
lighteous and just theindiguation.

The law is the only protection 
to life, to honor, to peace, to safe­
ty. Let the people lose faith in 
the law, let them subslitute lynch­
ing for legal hanging, and the time 
has come when society is in peril.

The press and the people, with 
a high resolve to punish crime and 
to uphold the honor of the Com­
monwealth, should bold up the 
bauds of the Governor in his hon­
orable determination to prevent 
lynching» in the borders of this 
sturdy, lawabidingl^tate.^Baleigh 
News and Observer.
