Pensions For Teachers.

Three years ago the public 
school teachers of Philadelphia 
undertook to organize a pension 
fund for the benefit of those of their 
number who should by reason of 
advanced years or break down in 
health have to give up work.

They labored hard to make their 
movement a succtss. but were fin­
ally compelled to admit its failure.

On the very day after this con- 
fciision was made Mr. Lewis Elkin, 
of Philadelphia, died. A few days 
later, when his will was probated, 
it was found th¿it he had left $1,- 
600,000, the income of which was 
to be used to pay an annuity of 
$500 to every public school teach­
er in Philadelphia who has taught 
25 years and is in need of suppoit.

This is a noble benefaction and 
has endeared the memory of Mr. 
Elkin to a large and very worthy 
class of men- and w'Oinen. We 
rnonld say women and men, for, 
in Philadelphia, as in every other 
city of this country, a large major­
ity of the public school teachers 
are women.

The Elkin bequest will make 
provision for many of these when 
they can no longer earn a living at 
the prolessiou.

At 4 per cent it will bring in a 
revenue of $64,000 a year, which 
would give an annuity of $500 to 
to 128 teachers. Mr. Elkin is en-< 
titled to be numbered among the 
great philianthropists of our time. 
—Atiania Journal.
