It was announced on Saturday 

that Governor Aycock had effected 
an agreement with Snperintendent 
McKee and the Directors of the 
Central Hospital for the Insane, at 
Raleigh, to not accommodate eitu- 
er “pay patients” or “ inebriates” 
in the future, and to require those 
now in this institution to clear out 
—“to go elsewhere.” Where they 
can go is not stated. By this 
action it is hoped to make room 
for a certain pauper lunatic which 
Johnston county hjis tired of car­
ing for, and some other perhaps.

Some of the craziest aud most 
dangerous men I ever heard of 
were “ inebriates”—in a majority 
of cases good men who “can’t 
stand liquor” aud are cmzed by it 
whenever they drink it. By pro­
per and pr.^upt treatmeut at tbeso 
asylums many of them have betu 
saved from destruction aud death, 
and are now citizens of intluence 
and high standing.

But hei*eafter they arc to go to 
the -“deiunition bow-wows, it 
seems, and if Governor Aycock 
ha| insisted on such a course and 
theSuperiutendent has oonseuted 
to it, both have made a mistake, 
and a cruel and unj ust one. If the 
cause aud origiu of the uubalauced 
incutality of the msaue are to count 
in securing admission. It should be 
applied to ail alike. Because the 
insaue man (whose mind can be re­
stored, aud that’s the main object 
of these asylums; they are not pri­
marily prison houses) was made so 
by liquoc, makes him uo less a 
proper object of the State's atten­
tion. Even the thieves and mur­
derers of the “daqgerous iusaue” 
department receive medical care at 
the hands of the State. The asy­
lum and not a hospital is the place 
for the o l ^  of “inebriates” I have 
named and so because they aré
“crazy.”
