same sound, no silent letters to be
used.

It is nearly as easy to learn to
spell phonetically and to read
phonotypy (like that used by The
Bern Pittman Co., of Ciacianati,
initheir Testamentand other books)
as it is to learn Ar .bie notation and
numeration. Bat I cannot hope to
see this great boon to humanity
come into use until after the teach-
ers of this land have taught phomc
well to all the publie school chil- |
dren. As the world would not re-
ceive Arabic notation until public
sentiment was ripened for it, so
must we wait for the (adoption, of
phonetic spelling, the metric sys-
tem and other good things until
sentiment is ripe for it. The worid
will be ready for phonetic spelling

INFORMATION ON RURAL DELIVERY.
WasHINGTON, D. C., July 26, 01
First., That on and after August

cent rate of postage will not apply
within rural free delivery limits
The two cent per ounce rate will
be exacted within such delivery
upon all first class matter except
postal cards.

Second. That the introduction
of rural free delivery will ot in-
crease or otherwise modify the
present rate of postage on second
class matter.

Third. That rural free delivery
carriers wiil not bring to the post
office mail matter, collected by
them, which may be delivered on
their routes before completing
their trips.

Fourth. That stamps upon mail
matter collected by rural free de-
livery carriers, including those on
matter delivered en route as di-
rected in Section 3, will be cancell-
ed by them and reported to the
postmaster, who will derive the
benefit of the cancellation if the
office is Fourth Class.

Fifth. Tbat until suitable rub-
ber caucelling stamps can be sup-
plied by the Department, rural
free delivery letter carriers will
cancel stamps with the indelible
pencils recently furnished them
for nse in registering letter.
