Incidents oí a trifling character 
hávo influenced the career of many 
successful inventors. E. J. Man- 
ville was a hardworking machinist, 
living in Waterbury, Conn., when, 
one day he heard a woman com­
plaining because she had pricked 
her finger with a pin. A pin that 
would not prick fingers, he thought 
would have a ready sale. A week 
later he had worked out the safe­
ty pin, and within five years his 
invention had made him rich. 
Carros French, another Connects 
cat mechanic, in tne course of a 
railway journey, noticed the jarr­
ing and jolting nf the car, and fell 
to thinking how they could be 
overcome. The pfoblem kept him 
awake at nights for some two 
years, but in the end he solved it 
so SuccessftiUy that bis car spring 
IS now used on ail the railroads 
of the land. George Westinghouse 
was led, in a somewhat similar 
manner, to invent the airbrake. 
He was the son of a manufacturer, 
and possessed a marked mecnani- 
cal .bent. Oocohewas in u rail­
road collision, the result of a

brake’s failure to do its work. He 
immediately started to devise a 
brake that would | operate more 
quickly, and with greater certain­
ty than the ones then in use, and 
like Carlos French, he was com­
pletely successful ill his efforts. 
His airbrakes brought him great 
wealth, and for thirty years he has 
constantly added 4o bis fortune by 
inventing new devices of his own, 
and buying those of other inven­
tors. The result, in life saving, 
has been simply enormous.—‘‘Snc- 
oess” for August.

The Statesyille Landmark takes 
the subject up and says the facts 
are as they are because it retfiains 
as true now as it was in the time of 
the Master that “ a prophet is not 
without honor, but in his own 
country, and among his own kin, 
and in his own house, It ima­
gines two young men of equal tal/ 
ent, both of unsnal talent. They 
are appreciated at home, in a way, 
bjnt don^t amount to much therej 
they exchange homes and each be­
comes distinguished. “ As a rule, 
says The Landmark, “a native 
born home man cannot succeed in 
any line of endeavor at home as 
well as he can elsewhere, because 
people will not appreciate him and 
take to him as they will to a stran­
ger. And it concludes, very 
pnilosophically: ‘‘Thus it is that 
we send elsewhere for college pres­
idents and teachers while other 
States come to North Carolina for 
the same material.’’

That’s about the way of it, and 
it is of little use to complain, for 
that is away the world has always 
had about it. I t  would not do to 
8 ly . it would not be true to say, 
that Virginia was without appre­
ciation of Dr. Venable or North 
Carolina, of Dr. Barringer, yet it 
is a fact that the president of the 
University of North Carolina is a 
Virginiantand the chairman of the 
faculty of the University of V ir­
ginia (answering to President) is a 
North Carlinian. Some of the 
most eminent lawyers, physicians 
and surgeons of the great cities are 
Southern men, some of them Nortli 
Carolians. To be sure it is regre- 
table that their lustre shines upon 
their native States and section 
only by a reflected light, but per­
haps if they had remained where 
they were born they would have 
given out no light at all, or at 
most done no more than illumine 
the neighborhood. It is better for 
both themselves and the world 
that they moved.—Charlotte Obser 
ver.

COnON TIES SCARCE.

A shortage of cotton ties that 
will affect not only Savannah and 
the surrounding cotton growing 
country, but the whole of the cot­
ton belt, is already being felt here, 
as a result the price of ties, usu­
ally $1.05 a bundle, now' ranges 
from $1.10 to $1.25 a bundle, and 
at least one party is holding a lot 
of 2,000 for $1.35.

The shortage is caused by the 
strike of the Amalgamated Asso­
ciation of Iron Steel and Tin Wor­
kers and the consequent chut-down 
of the Steel Hoop Company^s mill, 
the chief source of the tie sup-
ply- '  '

Contracts with ihe manufactur­
ers were made early in the year, 
January, February and March, for 
a  quantity sufficient to meet the 
demand and the factors had every 
reasou to believe that the stock, 
or at least the greater part of it 
had been made up long before the 
strikers went out, but to their ur- 

demand for shipments on con­
tracts made since the opening of 
the season, they have been told 
that stock to meet the contracts 
was not on hand. The manufac­
turers stated that they had only a 
small quantity of ties and that they 
would be prorated among the fac­
tors.

As the contracts between factors 
and manufacturers contain the 
strike clause, releasing the manu­
facturer from his obligátion m case 
of a strike, the factors have no re­
dress will have to take such stock 
as they can get, sell it for what it 
will bring and content themselves 
as best they can under the circum­
stances.

There are a few mills other than 
the one at Pittsburg, that makes 
ties; one of these is in Rome, ►an­
other in Atlanta, and still another 
at Youngstown, Ohio, but the ag­
gregate output of these even should 
the Ohio mill escape trouble with 
the strikers, will not come any­
where meeting the deipand.

A prominent factor said yester­
day that the present supply can 
last but a very short time, and as 
soon as the cotton crop begins to 
move freely, unless the strike has 
been settled by that time either the 
cotton gi'owers will have to pay tre­
mendously prices for their ties or 
practically stop shipping their pro­
duct.—Savannah News.
