BOOK PUBLISHERS UNFAIR.

Reports coming out from Ral­
eigh say that the State Superin­
tendent of Public Instruction is 
very much exercised over certain 
actions of the book companies hold­
ing contracts to furnish books to 
be used in the public schools of the 
State. 01 course the book concerns 
do not want any old books ex­
changed—though the law requires 
them to make exchaDge—and they 
have adopted all kinds of red tape 
methods to prevent or discourage 
the offering of any old books in 
exchange. Some of these things 
coming to the attention of the 
Superintendent riled him and be 
is doing some plain talking on the 
subject.

There are some other things in 
connection with this school book 
business that perhaps the public 
has not caught on to. The book 
concerns made a great iiourish of 
their sacrifices and how much 
cheaper they were going to sell 
books, but when the thing is figur­
ed into a little It will be seen thát 
they are making more on many 
books under the new law than 
they did under the old law. That 
js they will make more if chey can 
get pnylxxly to handle the books

Amusements Come Too High.

Now that the theatrical and cir­
cus season is opening up, amuse­
ment lovers in North Corolina are 
confronted with the fact that any 
circus coming to this State can only 
play at one or two points where 
large crowdscan be quickly gath­
ered.

The reason lor this is the im­
mense tax, the lowest tax for a big 
show being five hundred dollars 
per day, with a possible maximum 
limit of one thousabd dollars a 
day.

What this excessive tax rate was 
made tor, it is impossible to guess.

It may be that the old idea that 
a circus carries all the money out 
o( a country, caused North Caroli­
na’s legislators to place this prac- 
caliy prohibitive tax on the circus.

If the high tax rate was made 
to increase the State revenues, it 
has fallen short, is a failure.

In the theatre line, it will be 
found that the license is excessive 
for those running the show houses, 
the result being that the amuse­
ment loving public must suffer, 
being given poor shows at high 
rates for admission, and if really 
good entertainments could be pre­
sented, the charge of admission 
would be beyond the ordinary citi- 
zen ŝ pocket.

That there has been no prohib­
itive tax on base ball is a blessing,
especially in Eastern Carolina and 
in this city, where the public has 
thoroughly enjoyed the summer by 
seeing many and exciting games, 
at no great expense.—New Bern 
Journal.
