The Chicago Tribune estimates 

theayerage income of the attor­
neys ot Chicago at 1750 a year. If 
this average income were evenly 
distributed it would be little 
enough, but when we consider that 
out of the total amount to be di­
vided, some lawyers take $40,000 
« large number $30,000, ‘ a still 
larger number $20,000 the propor­
tion of the average lawyer must be 
cut down to $500 a year. This is 
about what an unskilled workman 
would earn if he has steady work, 
and much less than a skilled me­
chanic would earn under ordinary 
circumstances. In both the legal 
and medical professions the sons of 
well-to-do parents constitute quite 
a large proportion of the poorer 
paid members of the legal frater­
nity. A fairly successful busiifess 
man who society has overlooked is 
often willing to make sacrifice of 
money to place his son where so­
ciety can see him without depart­
ing from its accustomed haunts. A 
young lawyer with little practice, 
whose dralts upon the old gentle­
man will be horored to the extent 
of $1,000 a year may make a fair 
social showing. A good many 
young men who icoff at society 
find their prejudice against it fade 
out in the light of its smiles.- They 
would rather enter a prolession 
that promises social advancement 
than an occupation which from its 
nature limited social aspiration to
