before the naval court of inquiry. 
Now an anonymous naval official 
of high standing declares that the 
father of the controversy insists 
upon facing the tribunal in order 
to substantiate bis charges against 
Admiral Schley. While Sampson 
may be physicially unfit to stand 
the siege of the Washington tribu­
nal, there is no donbt as 'to the 
construction the people would place 
upon bis absence. They were 
already recalliug the fact that he 
was somewhere else when Sdhley 
reduced the Spanish fleet to junk 
and citing as a prospective parall­
el his probable absence when the 
victor of Santiago battles for his 
reputation before his judges in the 
National Capital.

If Sampson is able to come to 
Washington, he should, by all 
means do so, for even the cham­
pions of Schley wonld not be con­
tented with a verdict in his favo  ̂
unless the accusing officer has giv­
en by word of mouth all his testi­
mony in support of the serious 
charges against one of the heroes 
of the greatest of American naval 
engagements. Sampson’s absence, 
unless there is incontrovertible 
proof of his invaldism, wonld be 
universally interpreted as meaning 
that he was afraid to face the fire 
of cross-examiners who will do ail 
in their power to vindicate 
Schley.

Secretary Hay’s recent hurried 
trip to Canton proves to have been 
dutí to the continued aggressive­
ness of Veneznela, promising a 
general disturbance among the 
South American nations. The re­
sult of Mr, Hay’s conference with 
the President was a warning to 
(fastoro, the Venezuelan executive, 
to the effect that an end of the im­
broglio was highly jdesirable and 
woufd be appreciated by the Uni­
ted States, which is pledged to 
preserve the l outrality of the 
Isthmus of Piunima. If Castro is 
ashot headcil as he has beet pic­
tured and Mifficieutly wrought up 
by the war fever, he may take an 
erratic notion to defy Mr. Hay. 
While such action would be ludi­
crous, it might develop a situation 
capable of complications. Several 
nations are more than interested in 
the isthmian canal project for 
obvious reasons and Castro might 
secure support from quarters 
where, under'̂  other circumstances, 
he wo jld he merely laughed at/
