T O  THE COTTON FAR^ERJ AND GIN- 

NERS OF NORTH CAROUNA'

In accordance with a  resolution 
a t  the recent meeting of the State 
Farmers^ Alliance authorizing the 
appointment of a committee' to is­
sue an address to the cotton farm­
ers, ginners, and others interested 
in procuring better prices for cotton 
seed, this committee met Tuesday 
in the city of Ealeigh and author­
ized the following lelbter;

H illsb o ro , K. C., Aug. 31,1901. \ 
To the Ootton Farmers and Ginners 

ot ^o rth  Carolina,
Gentleman:—This letter is is­

sued for the purpose of awakening 
in you an interest in and  ̂appre­
ciation of the value of the cotton 
seed crop this coming season.

As is well known, the corn crop 
in the corn gftwing States is short; 
in fact, i t  is short in most sections 
of the United States. We all 
kn(wr tha t a short crop means 
higher priced corn, which in turn 
means higher priced hogs, cattle, 
etc., and for their products. As 
these products advan<¿ in price, 
substitutes, such as compound lard 
olemargoiioe, butterine, etc., 
largely take their places. These 
substitutes contain cotton seed oil  ̂
hence the demand for that will 
probably be greater than ever be­
fore, consequently higher prices. 
The cattle feeders of the West will 
have to subsitute some other feed 
for corn, and as cotton seed meal 
has proven to be better than corn 
for this purpose, it is but natural 
that they will largely substitute 
cotton seed meal for corh the com­
ing leeding season. In  consequence 
of these demands cotton seed meal 
and oil w'ill both bring higher 
prices than heretofore. This being 
true cotton seed also should *bring 

• higher prices than they have been 
selluig for.

W ithiu the past few months a 
syndicate has been taking options 
on oil mills, and now, it is report­
ed, they own more than 50 per cent 
of the mijils in the South, or its 
equivalen t in out-put. The Amer­
ican Cotton Oil Company, it is 
claimed, owns forty per cent., so 
there are less than 10 per cent, in 
out put, iiecording to this calcula­
tion, that are independent mills.

From recent occurrences i t  is 
probable tliat these two oil com­
panies, controlling over 90 per 
oent./)f the cotton seed oil products | 
of the South, may combine or have 
an understanding as to the prices 
to be paid for ootton seed. The 
situation is such that, in our opin­
ion, the farmers should take some 
sction to protect themselvos and 
have some voice in naming the 
price their own products will sell 

■ for. This can best be done by co­
operation in selling, which can be

SomplUbed. The cotton seed 
p of North Carolina will pro­

bably be at alow estimate, 10,000,-

■ I - ■

000 bushels. Of this crop 7,000,- 
000 bushels will probably be sold. 
If by eo-operation of the farmers 
the price can be advanced 10 cents 
00 the bushel, it iWill give to the 
cotton farmers of the State $700,-
000 more for the crop than they 
other-wise would get, but concert 
of action will be necessary to ob­
tain the desired results. I t  is to 
be hoped that the farmers in all 
the cotton-growing States will take 
similar action. To that end this 
letter will bq sent to every South­
ern State, that success may be asur- 
ed.

Wedeem this of euongh impor- 
taoce to suggest that the farmers 
meet in iheir respective counties at 
the court house on Saturday, Sep­
tember 21, and select delegates to 
attend a State meeting to be beld 
in the city of Ealeigh, vVednesday, 
September 25. If  it is deemed 
advisable township meetings can 
be held earlier than September 21; 
each township or neighborhood can 
determine t¿is fo^faljn^lves,'

The Short corn crop |njd the high 
prices consequent thereon have 
made this a  golden opportunity for 
the cotton f a rm ^ , and it is for 
them to say w h m er they will take 
advantage of it -^oAtóve all the 
profits arising froffli these condi­
tions to the cottouj^fc oil mills. 
You may rest assurm that they 
will not turn them'dbwn. In ju s­
tice to your own interests you 
should step forward and offer to 
share these profits with the mill 
men.

This letter is addessed to every 
cotton farmer and ginner in the 
State, from the least to the largest. 
Let them all co operate. Let no 
reasonable excuse keep you away

1 from the meetings.

He formulated a sys­
tem cf savings for the lower scbbols of 
France so wise anCefficleut that in ten 
years there w c |^ in  France 21,000 
school savings banks, with 442,020 de­
positors, whose weekly average depos­
its of 15 centimes had amounted to 
10,248,220 francs, or over $2,00p.000.
The establishment of the banks was 
left to  the voluntary efforts of the 
teachers. The children deposited pock­
e t money only, and it was made a part 
of every Monday morning exercise.

The French cultivate the saving hab­
i t  Mme. Carnot gave a dinner to 400 
of the  poorest children of Paris and a t 
Its close gave to each one a  bankbook 
containing a credit of 10 francs. When 
floods spread desolation and w'ant In 
the south of France, the children of tlie 
schools of Bordeaux freely gave from 
th e ir savings $400 for the relief of the 
sufferers.

There are soine school banks in our 
OW’D country, ayd when the penny de­
positors of liiC scliool bank of Long Is­
land city Inard  of the great Johnstown 
flood they sent $452 out of their sav­
ings ns their contribution.

Evciy boy as soon as he is old enough 
to  spend money should be given a legit­
im ate means of earning it or a  regular 
allowance, which * t  first may be made 
to cover his pleasures and gradually in­
creased to include his necessities and 
charities. A boy ought to learn how' to 
give as well as how to save and so 
should give Ills own mone^ to the 
church or Sunday school Let the boy 
take  care of his own money.

Ida  M. Bodman in The Mother’s Jour­
nal says In writing on this subject: A 
child seldom has sufflclent will to ena­
ble him to work for a distant object 
steadily. He lives In the prefteiit, but 
every time he denies himself some tri­
fling, pleasant gratlflcatlou in order to 
save a few dollars to buy something of 
real value he lias received a valuable 
lesson. Our primary object is not to 
persuade him to accumulate money, but 
to  prevent liim from spending it un­
wisely. In some cases in order to stim­
ulate the boy to put aside his piennies 
for a  specific object It Is helpful to 
promise to add a certain amount to  the 
savings.
