A goqd many people in Baleigh 

appear lo be on the “stool or re­
pentance ^yust now and are regret­
ting their action in allowing the 
bond issne voted on last month to 
be defeated, by remaining away 
from the polls—it being necessary 
for the bonds to receive an actual 
m^’ority of all the names on the 
registration books. Therefore, 
while nearly 1,000 voted for the 
bonds and less than ̂ 00 white men 
against them, over 750 voters did 
not vote at all and the bonds lack­
ed 81 of polling a majority of allV 
the votes ' that could have been 
cast.

OTHER MATTERS OF INTEREST.

Trouble with the school-book 
publishers continues and on ac­
count of the lack of depositories 
(which they are required to estab­
lish) in many counties the “cheap­
er books’’are costing more than 
ever because postage has to be paid 
on them from a distance. Super­
intendent Toon is trying to remedy 
the trouble and have the books de­
posited in every county for sale.

Col. John S. CnnniDgham, pres­
ident of the Korth Carolina Tobac­
co Growers’ AssociaüoD, calls a 
meeting of the Assoeintino to be 
held ID Baleigh during Fair week 
about the 23d or 24th of October. 
As many tobacco growers as possi­
bly can should attend. Col. Cun- 
niogbarn himself is the largest to­
bacco grower in the United States 
and is deeply interested in the wel­
fare of thosa interested in the same 
business.

Ex-Treasurer Worth’s trustee 
has made payment of all of the 
$16,000 stolen by his clerk Martin 
except $1,300. The latter sum 
will soou be turned over to Treas­
urer Lacy. It has been a great 
hardship to this honest old man 
and every one hopts he will yet 
get most of it back out of the insur­
ance company that bonded Martin, 
and which has refused to pay a 
dollar, so far.

The State Pension Board is now 
purging the pension lists sent 
in by the various counties. In 
some counties from one third to* 
one half the names have been strick 
en out and many eliminated in 
most of the counties. Still the 
number of pensionéis will be larg 
er this year than ever.

Arc Book Agents Peddlers?
Treasurer Lacy has made a rul­

ing that is calculated to jar the 
lxM)k agent.

This official holus that these 
peripatetic lioaries are peddlers, 
and therefore liable to peddler’s 
tax.

His authority for this is section 
54 of the Bevenue Act, which 
says: “Any person who shall
carry from place to place any goods 
wares or merchandise and offers to 
sell or barter the same, or actually 
sells or barters the same shall be 
deemed to be a peddler, and shall 
pay a license tax.”

This question has recently arisen 
in several sections of the State, 
and the Treasurer has replied that 
uot only are book agents peddlers, 
but all who sell by sample and 
tneu deliver the goods or have 
them delivered in broken pack­
ages.—Baleigh ÍÑCW8 & Observer.

TODAY’S M K TS.

Since the chances are becoming 
BO favorable to the recovery of the 
President, ihe penalty that can be 
pronounced upon the assassin is 
being discussed. A clipping, from 
the Eichmond Times published 
elsewhere, says that the maximum 
punishment for the crime is ten 
years imprisonment. This is the 
punishment for assault in the first 
degree or assault with intent to 
kill. So far as people go the lawr 
is no respecter of persons, but a 
crime like this at Buffalo ought to 
be considered an offense against 
the government and the penalty 
ought to be death. If there are 
no laws to make the punishment of 
such caies meet the demands of 
justice, then such laws should be 
enacted without delay. An at­
tempt to kill the President, or to 
kill the Governor of a State should 
be regarded as a higher crime than 
f  against a person not in [high au­
thority, and the punishment should 
be made to fit the crime.

’ Judge limberlake was in the 
city yesterday and told an amusing 
story of court week in Wilson. 
The court was held in the ppera 
house, as the court house is being 
remodelled. A young fellow dur­
ing the proceedings was smoking. 
Judge Timberlake told Sheriff 
Sharpe to have this stopped and to 
tell the young man he was fined $5. 
This was reu|itted, how êver, when 
the trangressor told the judge that 
he had never béen in a court be­
fore, andas it was in the opera 
house he thought he was attending 
a free show.—Raleigh News and 
Observer.

The communities that 
are victims of one particular crime 
must be taught—not by precept, 
but by unvarying example—that 
anch outrages will Ihj promptly, 
certainly, and terribly aveuged 
through the agencies of justice. In 
default of that assurance, made 
doubly sure by unmistakable and 
overwhelming proof, all the preach 
ing in the world will avail nothing. 
I f  the law does not give them 
vengeance quick and thorough, 
men will take it for themselves,— 
Washingtou Post.

The terrible calamity which h ^  

befallen President McKinley has 
been almost the sole topic of oon- 
vei-sution in Washington since Fri­
day night. The news came just as 
people employed in the department 
were going home to dinner, and 
juál before the shops closed for the 
night. There were hundreds of 
people who did not go home to din­
ner at all. They stood about in 
front of the bulletin boards watch­
ing for the latest report and dis­
cussing the news. The three great 
newspaper offices, the Times, the 
Post and the Star, all occupy 
buildings on Pennsylvania avenue 
within about four blocks of each 
other, and that part of the great 
thorou^fare was black with peo­
ple. To one standing in front of 
the Treasury and looking toward 
the Capital it might have seemed 
that an actual shadow had fallen 
acr(^ the pathway which has been 
twice traversed by President Mc­
Kinley on his way to take the oath 
of iuauguration, - These crowds 
were not mere curiosity impelled 
sensation hunters. They felt a sense 
of personal affliction, for there 
has been no more popular Presi­
dent in the White house" since its 
erection than Mr, McKinley has 
been so far as his private character 
iti concerned. ? His enemi*  ̂ are 
made by his public acts and the 
party to which he belongs; his 
personal friends are found in all 
parties.

The lesson taught by this tragic 
event was pointed out immediate­
ly. As one energetic person put 
it, in discussing the first bulletin, 
<‘This means ‘Bofind up the 
EedsP  ̂ While to the masses of 
the people the tragedy was unex­
pected and unaccountable, it was 
not so to many astute observers of 
public events in this city and else­
where. The. assassinations of the 
Empress Elisabeth, and of King 
Humbert foreshadowed only too 
plainly the selection' of another 
victim in the near future, and the 
United States, as yet untouched: 
by Anarchistic plots of this kind, 
was the field most likely to be se­
lected for the next conp. Presi­
dent McKinley owed his mi^or* 
tune to the fact that he happened 
to be President at this particular 
tin|e, not to anything whatever 
that he may have dona.

This is fortunate, since it re­
lieves all bis antagonists from the 
ieiirful odium of having suggested 
or encouraged a ny crazy fanatic to 
commit such a crime. The matter 
had been careially arranged and 
planned by a society of Anarchists, 
and the raau selected to the deed 
calmly did as he was told. The 
question is, how such things can 
be prevented in the future. It is 
fu tile to expect to prevent them 
by guan(ing all public men. The 
network of police iu Russia does 
not protect the Czar. There is no 
way of shutting out immigrdnts 
which will absolutely nullify the 
danger. The suggestion of ‘a morn­
ing paper the day siffter the event, 
that restriction of immigration is 
the lesson which it teachesj became 
absurd when it was found that the 
assassin was born in this country. 
The remedy seems to be strict po­
lice supervision of such dangerous 
societies. They are against the 
law, as much as burglars^ associa- 
tihu or a murder club would be; ft 
fact, they are murder clulw. They 
should oe compelled other to hold 
their meeiiup in public, with the 
understanding that inoendlary 
speeches will net be tolerated, or 
they should be suppressed and diSt 
ported.. It will not do to tolerate 
such epidemial, any more than to 
let small pox reqaaiu uuquaranti^ 
ned.

retary of State, has go t̂eu himself 
into a little very hot water. He 
wrote a letter to Director-Geoeral 
Buchauau of the Pan-American 
exposition adviliiDg him not to in­
vite the Duke and Duchess of 
Cornwall and York to come to the 
exposition. The letter was per­
sonal and unofficial, aud intended 
to save embairassmeat to every­
body. Mr. Adee, in his official 
position, was aware ot the fact 
that the Duke and Duchess would 
not leave Canada on their tour, 
that they had declined all invita­
tions to foreiirn countries, and that 
they would either have to decline 
this one or be obliged to ig’iore it, 
neither of which would be very 

pleasan t for them or for Mr. Buch­
auau. The diplomatic circle of 
Washington has talked ubput the 
letter more or less, and the gen­
eral opinion seemed to be that Mr. 
Adee should not have written it 
even in an entirely personal and 
unofficial way. Such are the trou­
bles of kind-hearted people who 
want to do some good in the world.
