Yacht Racing Across the Ocean,

According to advices received by a
prominent New York yachtsman, the
two English racing yachts Ailsa and
Eelin, recently bought abroad for twe
American yachtsmen, are racing across
the Atlantic.

The skippers of the two boats were
seen frequently together before the
yachts again sailed. According to the
agreement, both yachts put out late in
April and when last seen bad caught
up with each other and were baving it
hot and heavy, with the Ailsa slightly
in the Yead.

Southern Trotting Affairs. ‘
Secretary Murray Howe of the Mem-
phis Trotting association, recently char
tered, has announced that the new
trotting track is nearing completion
and that when finished it will be the
fastest in the country.
