President Boosevelt has started 
out by establishicg very cordial 
kitioDS with the democrats ei|>eci- 
ally those trom the South, who are 
most prominent in Kational l ^ s -  
lation. The fact that the Piesi- 
dent rather boasts of being ^half- 
Southern” by birth and thA he 
has heretoÁINt expressed eminent­
ly just anf friendly sentiments tb- 
ward the Southern people has giv­
en him a^mmi place in popular 
esteem in that section. But from 
these personal oservations it is not 
tQ be hastily conjected that he will 
violently reverse the Eepublican 
policy of regarding the Solid South 
as terra ingrata. He may lend 
some offidal help to any promising 
effoit to break down democratic 
supremacy in certain Southern 
states; for instance, the McLaurin 
movement in South Ckirolin t, or the 
anti-negro-disiranchisement dem • 
ocratic faction in Alabama. Pres­
ident Boosevelt is a stalwart Be-' 
publican. He is not at all likely 
to repeat the Greek* gift policy of 
President Hayes in dealing with 
Southern situations. Mugwump 
democrats will find as little favor 
with him as mugwump republicans 
Hence, the wiser Southerners are 
not preaicating too freely jipon 
favors to come from President 
Boosevelt. They say *‘he will be 
as fair as a patriotic republican 
President dare be” and that is the 
sum total of their expectation. 

Unless there is very skilful 
manngement of the projects of anti­
anarchy legislation in the coming 
Congress an unfortunate wrangle 
will occur. Men of all parties are 
substantially agreed that a meas­
ure to prevent the importation of 
anarchists and punish thé exploita­
tion of anarchistic doctrines should 
be paSs^. But any attempt that 
presages undue restriction upon 
the ancient rights of free speech 
and a free press will meet with 
strenuous opposition from leaders 
of both parties. Senator Hoar has 
already sounded a warning against 
^ny such attempt and the demo­
crats in Congress may be counted 
as a practical unit against such 
legislation. It is even strongly in­
timated that President J^oosevelt 
would promptly veto any bill that 
should go too far in that direc­
tion.

Two months yet intervene before 
Congress asscmWes, but already 
President Boosevelt has begun to 
shut himself in with his thinking* 
cap to prepare Id 4 message to tue 
national legisl auie. The messiige 
which PresnUiut McKinley would 
have writ!fii had been discounted 
by his public utterances since his 
re-election so far lus its most sal­
ient features were predicable. 
President Koosevelt’s message will 
be another type ot document. The 
whole nation expects it to be redo* 
lent of lioosevetlisui and will be on 
the (piivive for its appearance. 
After handling reciprocity, a mer­
chant marine and the Philippine 
policy the President will have iii- 
question, trusts, civil service re 
form, Southern dislranchisement, 
the Isthmian canal and pending 
Statehood demands.

The Virginia campaign is be­
ginning to attract attention among 
the politicians at the Capital. The 
demoenvI.H are handicapped • by 
having an untinished Ooustitutiou- 
al Convention and an ioeohate suf­
frage plan on lhclr hands. tk)l. J. 
Hampton Ilogc, the republican 
candidate for (iovernor, is a bold, 
eloquent campaigner and is mak­
ing a hot and bitter fight agmust 
his former associates of democra­
cy. Nevertheless the democrats 
are eoifidant of a complete viciory 
at the polls, but realtee thay will 
have to fight for it without stint or
